Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time /A/ - February 19, 2017

“Love your enemies” (Mt 5:44)

Commentators tell us this goes back to the Code of Hammurabi, seventeen centuries before
Christ. We find traces of the Code of Hammurabi in the Torah; specifically, Exodus, 21:23 which
reads: “But if any harm follows, then you must take life for life, eye for eye, tooth for tooth, hand
for hand, foot for foot, burning for burning, wound for wound, and bruise for bruise.” (Exodus
21:23-25) (See also Leviticus 24:20 and Deuteronomy 19:21).

On the surface, this sounds harsh and unforgiving. Couldn’t you just demand an apology and,
perhaps, some form of retribution, and let it go at that? After all, two wrongs don’t make a right.
But remember, this was a long time ago and people didn’t live under the laws of a just nation. They
lived as tribes and were governed by the laws of retaliation: If you hit me, I’ll hit you back. Our
series on The Sermon on the Mount continues this week with two of the most difficult and
controversial passages in the Bible: The admonitions to turn the other cheek and love your enemies.
The teachings of the Sermon on the Mount were not intended as social ethics, but as a model for
how we’re to live as children of God and relate to each other, one-on-one, as brothers and sisters
in Christ.

We need always to keep this personal dimension in mind as we hear Jesus’ words and not fall into
the trap of trying to legislate public policy. Our responsibility is to live as children of God and
disciples of Jesus Christ, and to carry out Jesus’ teaching the best we can. That said, let’s listen to
Jesus’ words and apply them to our everyday lives. The first begins, “You have heard that it was
said, ‘An eye for an eye, and a tooth for a tooth.” But I tell you, don’t resist him who is evil; but whoever
strikes you on your right cheek, turn to him the other also.” (Mt 5:38-39)
