“No disciple is superior to his teacher; but when fully trained, every disciple will be like his 

teacher. Why do you notice the splinter in your brother’s eye, but do not perceive the 

wooden beam in your own? How can you say to your brother, ‘Brother, let me remove the 

splinter in your eye’, when you do not even notice the wooden beam in your own eye? You 

hypocrite! Remove the wooden beam in your own eye first; then you will see clearly.” 

 

Education is constantly changing, new methods, new examples, new techniques. The new age 

of AI is that. We need good, trained teachers. When I think about Jesus, I claim Him as my 

Savior, acknowledge Him as a miracle worker, and most especially He is the Son of God. But 

today, may we focus on Jesus, the teacher.
