First Sunday of Lent — February 14, 2016

From Fr. Zbigniew Why Jesus, as God, have been tempted?

An ancient proverb says: “Good habits result from resisting temptation.” Most of us are very familiar with the three graphic
temptations of Jesus as related by Matthew in today’s First Sunday of Lent.

If Jesus was God, and God is incapable of being tempted, how could Jesus have been tempted? Such questions arise when
we consider the temptations of Christ. How do we reconcile what we know about God, Jesus, and temptations?

Let us consider several important aspects of this Sunday’s Gospel story of Jesus tempted. The Holy Spirit did not lead Jesus
into temptation. The Spirit led Jesus into the wilderness. The evil one would utilize the moment of Jesus’ physical weakness
and exhaustion in the desert to tempt him. Satan would consider this “an opportune time,” and he would look for other
“seasons” as well. The devil did the tempting, not the Holy Spirit!

In the first temptation in the desert, Jesus responds to the evil one, not by denying human dependence on sustenance
(food), but rather by putting human life and the human journey in perspective. Those who follow Jesus cannot become
dependent on the things of this world. When we are so dependent on material things, and not on God, we give in to
temptation and sin. The second temptation deals with the adoration of the devil rather than God. Jesus once again reminds
the evil one that God is in control. This is so important for us to hear and believe, especially when our own temptations
seem to overpower us, when everything around us might indicate shadows, darkness and evil. It is God who is ultimately
in charge of our destiny. In the third temptation, the devil asks for a revelation or manifestation of God’s love in favor of
Jesus. Jesus answers the evil one by saying that he doesn’t have to prove that God loves him.

Temptation is everything that makes us small, ugly, and mean. From Jesus we learn that God is present and sustaining us
in the midst of test. As Christians, we are in a constant fight with the desires born of our sinful natures. We are unable to
resist temptation without God’s grace. We are called to trust the Lord (not ourselves) for strength to resist temptation before
it becomes sin. It is not the temptation itself that leads us to sin, but the lack of resistance and trust in the Lord for deliverance.

Od Ks. Zbigniewa Dlaczego Jezus, jako Bog, byt kuszony?

Trzy pokusy na pustyni byly probami, aby zwie§¢ wiernos¢ Jezusa wzgledem Boga na rzecz szatana.
Bog mial swoj cel w tym, ze przyzwalat aby Jezus byt kuszony na pustyni. Jednym z celow byto zapewnienie nas, ze mamy
arcykaptana, ktory moze wspoOtczué nam ze stabosciami naszymi (Heb. 4.15). Ludzka natura naszego Pana pozwala mu
wspotczué z naszymi stabo$ciami, poniewaz On réwniez wielokrotnie ich dos§wiadczat. ,,A ze sam przeszed! przez cierpienia
1 proby, moze dopomoc tym, ktorzy przez proby przechodza” (Heb.
